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SOCIAL SECURITY

DETAILS OF TEM

Equal Components: (budget on a family basis)

1. Every member/candidate will receive 1 budget unit.

2. Single members will receive an additional 35% of the budget unit.

3. A family will receive 0.8 of a unit for each child up to and including 8"
grade.
A family will receive 1.20 units for each child from 7"-8" gde.
A family will receive 1.60 units for each child from 10™-12" grade.
(The "youth committee” — vaadat neurim — will decide on how this amount
is to be divided between parents and children)

4. Soldiers will receive 0.5 units + their army salary.

5. "Public-service workers® (Shnat Sherut) will be attached to the most
suitable category according to their conditions.

SENIORITY (Vetek)

Basic Definition of the term 'seniority” regarding the COMBINED BUDGET:

We are not redefining the concept of seniority for the purpose calculating
severance pay or other seniority-related benefits. For these there is a
well-defined and exact parameter in use for some years, and we do not intend
to suggest any alterations.

1) Seniority (points) in the “combined budget”: This is based on the total

number of years as a member (candidate) of Kfar Hanassi + any previous
time as a member of another kibbutz or moshav.

a) Leave of absence is not counted.

b) Shnat Sherut/army service is counted.

c) Regular army service will be counted only if the soldier's salary is
given to kibbutz.

d) Any member who has not done national service will start his seniority
from the age of 21.

2) The seniority of a member, who joined at Kfar Hanassi, before this above

decision comes into effect, will include his years in a previous

kibbutz/moshav. The seniority of a member, who joined Kfar Hanassi
subsequent to the above decision, will be counted from the day of his
becoming a member of Kfar Hanassi. 2




3) Seniority points (for budget purposes) are individual and cannot be
transferred to partner/another member.

4) (a) Prior to the above decision taking effect, a member could accumulate
seniority points up to 45 years’ membership. Subsequent to this
decision, points can be accumlated up to 45 years' membership or until
age 70, whichever occurs first.

(b) After decision day a member can accumulate 45 seniority years or points
up to 70 years old, whichever occurs first.

(For a member who leaves the kibbutz and then returns: receipt of “severance
funds” cancels accumulated seniority points. Return of these will restore them )
R POINTS:

First 10 years — 1 point per year
11-20 * -2 points per year

21-30 * -3 points per year
3140 " -4 points per year
4145 " -5 points per year

MAXIMUM COUNT: 125 points
EACH SENIORITY POINT IS WORTH 3 N.L.S. (1998)




PENSION.

1)

SALARY COMPONENT:
(A) Pensioners' salary is based on 65% of average wage in Kfar Hanassi in

1998, which was determined at 3'200 n.i.s. per month. From this
amount a pensioner will receive 20% (640.-)

(B) A pensioner who works at a paying job will get 20% of his salary.

(C) In order to be entitled to overtime, a pensioner has to work 4 hours per
day (20 hours a week) or receive a salary from outside the kibbutz

(D) All work in the community will have its salary defined by the official
administration in accordance with the financial sources, which have
been approved by the community.
Possible financial sources: Subsidy by the community. Payment for
sevices.

(E) A pensioner who receives a pension from an outside source can opt to
receive 20% of that pension instead of the above kibbutz pension.

(F) Also members of working age who receive social security pensions will
get 20% of this income in addition to all other income.

2) "SOCIAL SECURITY" (pension/renta from Germany):

Pensioners who receive such a pension from Germany will receive 20% in
addition to all other budget items.

3) ELECTRICY

Members of 70+ can choose between paying from their total monthly budget
for electricity used, or paying 100 n.i.s. per month (linked to the index) and
using electricity freely. In each family the older person’s age is the
determining one. (This system may be changed).

4) GRANDCHILDREN

This allocation is cancelled.

5) STUDY GROUPS

All study groups will be at the member's own expense. If there is an outside
subsidy this will be credited to the specific recipient.

6) PENSION AGE (for women)

Until the year 2002 (inclusive) women can retire at 60.

In 2003, 61 will be retiring age

In 2006, 62 * »

In2008,64 * :

In2012,64 * =

In2015,65 - -

From the year 2015 all members will be eligible to retire on a pension from
the age of 65 and no earlier.




INTERNAL (KFAR HANASSI) - SOCIAL SECURITY

1) The internal social security (soc-sec) budget has three components:
a) The equal component
b) The seniority component
b) The salary component

2) The salary will be linked to the minimum wage in Israel

3) All pensions or other soc-sec receipts must be deposited with the kibbutz,
as a condition for receiving the soc-sec budget.

4) Extra work/overtime
A member receiving the soc-sec budget cannot undertake extra work or
overtime until he/she has a job, for at least the minimum wage, for full-time
work.

5) If one partner in a family eams an amount equal to two minimum salaries or
more, the unemployed partner will not receive intemal soc-soc.

6) Disability allowance: A member will receive 20% of this allowance.

7) Widow/ers — will receive 20% of additional pensions received due to the
death of a partner.

ILITY, NIC ILLNESS:
The minimum standard must be sufficient for the basic services that are granted

to all Israeli citizens.

The family is responsible for realizing any benefits and payments to which they
are entitied from outside sources.

The internal welfare committee will appoint a team which will recommend ways
of dealing with this issue.

ONE-PARENT FAMILIES

These are families where one parent has one or more children, under the age of
18, living with them

One-parent families include widow/ers, divorcees, separated couples (at least
two years separation), unmarried mothers/fathers, deserted wives/husbands,
delayed divorce situations,

The parent will receive an additional 35% of the equal component, and each
child will receive an additional 35% of the budget for their age group.

CHILD SUPPORT: 20% of external child support will be given to the one-parent
family.

STUDY GRANT: This is a National social Security grant allocated to one-parent
families to assist in paying for school equipment (writing gear, sportswear etc.)
items which today are paid for by members in most kibbutzim. The whole
amount will be give to the family. >




PRIVATIZATION OF SERVICES

THE PURPOSE
To expand the control which a member has over expenditure and to increase

choice, by privatization of more budgets.
LAUNDRY

In the meantime, partial privatization only, so as not to shake up the system too
much. Full pnivatization in the future will involve further discussion and
decisions. During the first 3 months of the new system there will be one price
only, per kilogram of laundry. Price per kilo: 1.45 n.i.s. (1998 prices)

Kibbutz branches, temporary residents and ulpan w1ll pay approximately 2.50
n.is. per kilo.

After these 3 months, the laundry will prepare a price list according to specific
items

MARKOLIT

The kibbutz will finance the salaries of 1.5 workers. The salaries of the other
1.5 (altegether 3 full working days) will be covered by an increase of 3% on
today's prices. All subsidies on certain items in the shop will also be cancelled
as from April 1, 199S.

DINING ROOM
The kibbutz will finance 60% of the overhead expenses including work.

The estimated daily maintenance cost per member is 12 N.|.S. — an additional
30% to 1998 prices.

TRANSPORT
The kibbutz according to approved report will still finance journeys by public or

private transport, for health or study for members.

The branch, with the consent of the branch manager, will pay for journeys for
work.

Private car, bus and plane joumey to be paid by member. Trips to Rosh Pina
and Hazor will remain free of charge.

Cost of care transport: 0.45 n.i.s. per km.

OTHER SERVICES — PLUMBING & WATER, ELECTRICAL REPAIRS,
HOUSE MAINTENANCE AND CARPENTRY
There will be no change from the present arrangements.

METAL WORKSHOP & MICHA'S CARPENTRY
Work and materials will be paid for by members — as they are today.

COSMETIC TREATMENT & HAIRD
Members will continue paying for these services — work + materials.




GENERAL - BUDGET VALUE
Salaries of members working in the kibbutz will be linked to the cost of living,

twice yearly, as the rest of the country.
Money left in a personal account will be tied to the index each month.

PENSIONERS:

A team of professionals will look into methods of linking the pension (3,200
n.i.s.) to the cost of living.
