Director's note.

Tlus play was writicn for seven actors, four men and three
women. However, the first time the Drama group read the play,
sitting together on the roof of the sheik’s house at Mansura, they
loved it so much we began to consider how it could be possible to
do the script with only women.

First, we discovered through rescarch that there were hatzor
of women at this time in history. From there, with respect and
love for Mr. Sobol’s script, | began an intensive process of
melding seven characters into five, abridging scenes that couldn’t
work with only five characters, and adapting for an all-female
cast. In fact, it was necessary (o change little for difference in
gender: passionate idealism. Zionism, fear, sexuality, jealonsy—
these are human experiences that transcend gender,

For our production, the characters of Naphtali and Nechama
became “Naomi.™ Moshe and Akiva melded to become “Dvora.”
Ephraim is called “Efrat. ™ Miriam and Shifra remained as writlen.
