Raising our demographic profile is not just dependent on babies: according to Baruch (CEO) 

there is a group of youngsters ready to take the step of becoming ‘economicly independent  

members’.  This is a long awaited status and we hope that by New Year they will be full 

members of the community.

Congratulations to Tom Maayan for being on the winning team during the international 

tournament for StreetBall (like basketball – but ‘smaller’).  Those in the know say he plays a 

very intelligent game. 

 

All the Avocado have finally been picked.  Now they’re bringing in the pears and soon the 

lychee.  The price of pears will be high this year because of a disease that hit large areas of 

the orchards across the country; ours included.  (Fruit this year is inordinantly expensive.) 

 

Alec Collins tells us that in light of the new regulations by the Ministry of Health the pool 

must undergo vast renovations.  There has already been a meeting of the planning committee 

(which includes a number of architects who live here) about the various demands that have 

to be met and the options. They will have a final meeting with the project planner next week.    

Then we have to get a quote and start looking for funds.  As far as I can see the pool is a lot 

more necessary for the community than the dining room was. 

 

With funds supplied by the Regional Council for upkeep, some of the paths were repaired 

(see by Beit Blond, and the Nitzan/Sprung path.  There’s plans for more repairs is we get 

more funds. 
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The cemetary is also an important communal project and almost all of us have some family 

member buried there and visit from time to time.  The ‘Roses and Thorns’ meetings brought 

this up several times.  It’s a growing concern as the place tends to fill up and more graves 

have to be pre-dug.  Now it needs paths planned and put down. 

 

The water line going to the houses nearest the childrens farm is not as old as some here but 

manages to cause a lot of problems.  There’s a leak almost every month (which doesn’t help 

the drought either!) and now we’re looking for a way to replace 80 –100 meters of line, which 

will entail more money and digging up a number of gardens. 

 

This is the first month we got a look at what the water bills for our own home use of water 

are likely to be like.  The garden water is still being paid for by the kibbutz.  In some of the 

houses the lines weren’t separated as they should have been but Alec promises this will be 

done before the next billing phase.   

 

The dining room for the pre-army course (the old washing up area) is almost ready for the 

new group.  The AC units were installed and soon the gas will be hooked up.  It should be JIT 

for the August-September arrival of kids.  Now we can finally state that Aviva Goldberg will 

be the house mother for the pre-army group!  The younger kids house will miss her but it will 

be a super plus for the pre-army kids and we wish her all success. 

 

A lot of people want to hear about out latest outing to Alaska.  It was beautiful, cold and 

rainy.  We’ll have to make do with one story that has a connection to KH. 

In a small town in Alaska by the name of Ketchikan, which is roughly the size of Kiryat 

Shmoneh, there lives a family by the name of Jackson.  Dorika (who origianally hales from 

Seatle) and Nathan, who was born in Kethcikan and is from the local Indian Tiglit tribe.  

Nathan is a well known artist who carves totems (at least 3 meters tall), and Dorika is crazy 

about Israel and especially Israeli folk dancing.  She even teaches Israeli folk dancing in 

Ketchikan!  When I got into her car I was amazed to hear Dudu Zakai singing, followed by 

Ofra Hazah and other Israeli singers.  Dorika told us that she downloads the music and 

learns folk dancing from the internet.  (Is this what is meant by the global village?)  On the 

door of Nathans studio, which welcomes loads of groups during the summer months, there is 

a big sign that says ‘WELCOME’ in Hebrew (Bruchim HaBaim).  Turns out that this wonderful 

couple are friends of David Ellman and got to know him via the internet.  They even showed 

us the mountain top where David and Miriam got married.  It was wonderful meeting them 

and a very special priviledge.
