Eddie was born in Johannesbur g, on the 12" of August 1950. He was the
youngest and only son of the late Harry and Tilly Talberg.

Unfortunately Ed’s father Harry went blind at a young age, from sugar
diabetes, so the family had to change their plans and struggled to make a
living. Ed’s father Harry died when Ed was 17 years old.

Ed went to a Hebrew day school, and still dreamed about one day living in
Israel. When he completed college he went to live in Telaviv, attended an
ulpan at Kibbutz Ramat Ha Chovesh, and then went to work for Sony in
Telaviv. Ed always had the most amazing technical knowledge and was
interested in anything and everything electronic and electrical. He taught
himself how things worked, by experimenting with old radios, telephones
and even succeeded in connecting the neighbors via telephones and
walkie talkies.

After spending two years in Israel, he went back to South Africa to open a
business putting up television aerials, as Television had just started up. It
didn’t quite go as he planned, but he always found and held interesting
jobs in electronics. He met and married Helene nee Narotzky on the 22
of June 1975. Daniella and Ari were born in Johannesburg, and in August
1980 they made Aliyah. They started their lives in Israel on an Ulpan on
Kibbutz Givat Brenner where they spent six months learning Hebrew..
They then went to live on Moshav Talmei Yosef on the other side of the
green line, and 7 months later with the Agreement of Camp David they
moved to the new Talmei Yosef. Orli Talberg was born while they were
living on the Moshav, in Beer Sheva.

As capable a person as Eddie was, he was not a farmer and he missed
dabbling with electronics and electrics, Kibbutz Gesher offered him an
interesting position, and the Jordan Valley sounded very exciting. It was
not a very successful movem because of the mentality and lack of English



Culture . Three years later, the family decided to move to Kibbutz Kfar
Hanassi in the Upper Galille.

Thirteen years were spent on Kfar Hanassi, where the children grew up.
Those were good years for the whole family, but when the Kibbutz started
privatizing Ed decided it was time to move on. He wanted his own home
and to be closer to his place of work, Orbond, in Alon Tavor.

Ed had been working for Orbond for ten years and commuting from KH to
Alon Tavor every day. Enough was enough, and a house was found in Kfar
Tavor , which would make life a lot easier. Life was never that easy for Ed
though, because just as he had settled down in Kfar Tavor and loved being
close to work, a new Manager came in, where there were great personality
clashes. Ed left Orbond, went to work at Taro and commuted to Haifa for
three years.. The Company was taken over and Ed found himself without
a job. Because of his good reputation he was offered a job at Dexon
Pharmaceuticals, in Or Akiva. He spent three very happy years there and
went from strength to strength.

Unfortunately, a year and a half ago Ed was diaganosed with pancreatic
cancer which had spread to the lungs. It was a very gloomy prognosis and
he was given a few months to live. Ed was not about to give up without a
fight and went for intensive chemo therapy at Ha Emek Hospital. Other
treatments were tried as well.

True to form Ed way exceeded that time limit and in that time had a
wonderful year, travelling, working and just making the most of every
day.

Ed has always been a survivor, a strong personality with a great sense of
humor, a good father, a great husband, a warm and loving personality.

These last few months have been very tough, but Ed’s wonderful family
and friends have kept him happy, at home, comfortable and gave him lots
of reasons to keep going.

To say he will be missed is a complete understatement.

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Village News: Jewish holidays are always associated with their culinary
delicacies. True, on the Day of Atonement we fast, but we feast before and
after and on the New Year it's three days of feasting with are all sorts of
specials foods. We feast for the entire week of Passover. During Purim we have
Hanam's Ears pastry. Hannukah has it's oil soaked goodies, Shavuot has it's dairy
foods, Independence Day it's BBQ grill and Lag B'Omer it's roast potatoes on
open fires. But heading our way now is Tu B'Shvat - the New Year of Trees ..or
the holiday which marks the traditional start of plant life here in Israel. For
this holiday dried fruits and nuts are the national delicacy. If you ask me, we
have a pretty good life..even the fast day prayers offer respite from the
humdrum of ordinary life. Food for the soul?

But there are some places where things aren't so good, especially for the poor.
This is especially true for the city that I came from. I think it's imcumbent upon
us to help the less fortunate - all over the world, but especially in Israel. This is
the ftrue meaning of donating to worthy causes (Zedaka) for all of us.

Israelis, by the way, are both Jewish and Arab and I prefer them to all the
refugees seeking our borders.

Nor is it
justified calling a comparison of refugees (Israel) in Egypt (Israel) seeking
freedom.
