Existential Thoughts on Freedom

So, where were you for the Seder? How was it? How many were you? Who was
there? You cooked?

"We were slaves unto Pharaoh in Egypt..." but today we don't wash clothes by
hand, or prepare dough and kneed it for matzo and even the Gefillte fish can be
bought in a jar. Inthe USA they eventually put an end to slavery and today
they have a Black American president, and we gave up building pyramids a long
time ago. So what do we have left?




What tradition do we pass down fo our children as we are commanded? What's
different of this night than on all other nights?

The wise son will say: are we not all enslaved, and enslave others, to our chosen
life styles? Are we not still slaves? Yes, he knows that we are slaves: but what
can we do to change that? Life is hard choices sometimes but what can you do?

The evil son will say: even bosses have bosses. They all have to obey the law
from above..the WIFE...(not to mention the children and running after them all
day long). Free? We're not freel Any more freedom like that and we're all lost!

The ndive son thinks that we're all free already. We have cars and iPhones, iPads
and Tablets and everything is good!

And the one who doesn't know to ask - can't see that there is a problem at all.

But I ask myself how can we really feel free, even a little bit? True: we're no
longer kicked or beaten, but we do work for bosses who gets at least 10 times
what we earn.
