All European life died in Auschwitz

I walked down the street in Barcelona, and suddenly discovered a terrible
truth:

Europe died in Auschwitz. We killed six million Jews and replaced them with
20 million Muslims.

In Auschwitz we burned a culture, thought, creativity, and talent. We
destroyed the chosen people, truly chosen, because they produced great and
wonderful people who changed the world. The contribution of this people is
felt in all areas of life: science, art, international trade, and above all, as the
conscience of the world.
