Sirens

Sirens were first used by several local council during the funeral Memorial
services in 1949. This was actually a copy of the type of service that was
performed by the British during this same period. A year later this form was
adopted for the National commemoration services as well as the solidification of
the date for Memorial Day (preceeding Independence Day).

In 1953 the siren sounding was officially standardized at 3 minutes but in 1958
the Shadna Committee recommended cutting the siren to 2 minutes and this was
accepted by the government. In 1959 it was also decided to add the siren to the
commemoration of Holocaust Day as well.

In the past sirens were sounded three times: at the memorial ceremony on the
eve of Memorial Day, during mid morning of the day itself and again to close the
ceremony and begin the Independence Day celebration. But people were upset
by the quick changeover from commemoration to celebration and in the early
1980's this last siren was removed.

Today the sirens are sounded alike during both Holocaust day and Memorial Day
(1 week apart). On Memorial evening the siren is sounded for one minute only
and during mid morning for 2 minutes. For Holocaust Day the siren is 2 minutes
on both. The sirens are standard civilian emergency sirens which are posted in
every city in Israel.

The law for Holocaust Day clearly states that when the siren is sounded "all
work must cease and all cars must stop”. Today the siren is sounded at 10:00
and then people go to various memorial services around the country.

The law for Memorial Day is the same: at 11:00, after a 2 minutes siren during
which "all work must cease and all cars must stop”, people go off to memorial
services. The evening starting Memorial Day the siren is sounded at 20:00 and
the ceremony is officially opened at the Western Wall, with the President of
Israel, the Chief of Staff and families of the fallen.



In Israel there were a number of incidents that were labelled as National
Tragedies for which sirens were sounded: (what turned out to be David Ben-
Gurion's birthday) the cease fire of the Yom Kippur War - November 1973, the
Zur tragedy - November 1982 and again at the assassination of Yitzhak Rabin -
November 1995 (just before the funeral).

Today sirens are used as little as possible outside of national Memorial services.
