OUR HISTORY IS IN YOUR HANDS
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Jewish Motorcyclists in America
Every Jew outside of Israel finds their connection to Judaism. Mine ended up being through motorcycles.

It all started for me in 2010, when | was sent out to Virginia Beach to build a project. | knew | was going to tow my Harley
out with me but was still concerned about how to fill my free time in a foreign town all the way on the other coast. One
late night while researching Virginia Beach online | came across a local Jewish motorcycle club. Until that moment | had
no idea such a thing existed. | left them a message, introducing myself, and woke up the next morning to 10 messages
from 10 different people, all giving me a nice warm welcome.

| spent the next year riding with them at any given chance, forging some great friendships. | also learned that there are
many Jewish motorcycle clubs, in most major cities, with names like Lonsmen, Shul Boys, Shalom and Chrome, Chaiway
Riders, Mazal Tuffs, Kosher Hogs, Riding Chai and Hillel’s Angels. | also learned that the clubs had formed an umbrella
club, the Jewish Motorcyclists Alliance (JMA).

The JMA holds a big annual gathering every summer, the Ride To Remember (R2R), to raise money for Holocaust
education. A pilgrimage, so to speak. In a big ceremonial ride, 200 — 300 motorcycles rumble across the host city, flying
Israeli flags, wearing “Never Again” patches and running all the red lights with a police escort holding up traffic. Itis a
great show of force and a site to behold. We also hold occasional ‘Meet & Greets,” in which one club will invite the
others to come spend a weekend riding their area together. Since 2010 | have been to every R2R and almost all of the
meet & greets. Most of these events are on the East Cost (where most Jews live), so | typically fly in and rent a Harley,
which is not cheap, but fairly easy to do. | have also ridden cross country a few times, which is always a great adventure.

In 2016, | founded my own club, The Lost Tribe of Arizona. The core members are now my closest friends. Most of our
rides are day rides and they typically involve food. A known biker moto is “Ride to live, live to ride,” but let’s face it, us
Jews, we ride to eat. Some further rides are overnight and some are multi day rides, to neighboring California, Colorado,
New Mexico, Utah or across the border into Mexico. We have good riding whether year-round in Arizona. In winter we
ride in the desert and in summer we ride up in the cooler mountains. We post many cool riding pictures on the JIMA
Facebook page, to remind our friends back east, in “cold country” that they are always welcome to take a break from
the snow and come visit and ride with us. And it works. Many of them do just that.

To me, riding new roads with old friends is the most fun you can have with your boots on. And having befriended many
Jewish riders from other clubs, | now have friends all over the country and Canada who | can visit anytime and ride with.

And | do.

On that note, if any of you “Sotim” ride motorcycles and would like to come out, rent a Harley and see Arizona with a
bunch of friendly Jewish riders, come on down anytime!

Let’s ride!
